This is such a truth for students today – 
with a handheld device and wireless internet or phone service, you can 
get any song at virtually any time for less than $1.  Even better, you 
can see and hear any jazz artist and virtually any song on YOUTUBE.  
You can check out countless jazz CD’s from the public library for 
FREE.  I still remember being an undergrad at Indiana University in 
1986, sitting in the library and transcribing J.J. Johnson solos on 
REEL TO REEL TAPE.  A beautiful thing about technology is the 
ease of access to a complete abundance of information.

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Scholarship Opportunity!   

The Scholarship Committee is now accepting Marching Band Scholarship Applications through April 
15, 2009 for the 2009/2010 Marching Band Season.  The Application may be found on the Band website 
at:  http://iwr.csd99.org/south/music/Band%20Stuff/Scholarhip%20Options.htm 

To be eligible for a scholarship, a student must have fulfilled a minimum of three (3) volunteer 
opportunities, i.e. “Service Credits” as indicated on the Scholarship Application.  Students applying for 
this Marching Band Scholarship must complete these Service Credits during the school year prior to the 
start of the Marching Band Season. 

Please note that the available scholarship funds will be allocated equally among the four (4) 
scholarship categories (Marching Band, summer camps, and fall and spring private lessons).  However, 
the available scholarship funds may vary from school year to school year as determined by the funding 
sources.  Therefore, in order for students to receive awards within each category, scholarships may be 
adjusted accordingly to include eligible students who have applied. 

�

Music Scholarship". Each year the Rotary Club of Downers Grove gives a scholarship to a deserving 
high school senior who lives in the District 99 attendance area.
