The Chicago Symphony is off to a roaring start. Earlier this fall |
had the pleasure of hearing Music Director Designate Ricardo Multi
conducting the beautiful and moving “Requiem” by Giuseppe Verdi
with the Chicago Symphony Orchestra Chorus. Weeks later, the
audience was treated to the prolific sounds of the brass section in
the 8" Symphony by Austrian composer, Anton Bruckner.
Bruckner, like Mahler, represents the quintessence of German
(Austrian) Romantic music with its full orchestral sounds
dominated by the incredible brass of our CSO.

Earlier this week, | was treated to the sounds of the Berlin

M . Philharmonic as part of their US tour. Their program was quite

romantic and Germanic in nature feature the works of Brahms,

Schoenberg and Wagner. The thing | found most striking was the sound of this orchestra. Itis
so vastly different from the sounds of American orchestras; a much darker sound with powerful
sounds from all sections of the orchestra. Once again | was struck by the intensity of sound
from the brass. It was very big but always controlled. It was also interesting to see the trumpet
section playing on rotary valve instruments. Interesting too was the fact that the German
orchestra received a standing ovation and conductor Simon rattle no fewer than five curtain
calls yet no encore was performed. The sold out Orchestra Hall audience was enthralled with
the sound of this fine European orchestra.

Many students have asked me for suggestions of upcoming CSO concerts which would be of
interest to our wind/brass/ percussion students. Here are my suggestions for the next few
months:
