As I write this on Tuesday, September 16, 2008, I am still being 
bombarded with positive comments and good vibes about our fantastic 
debut in the Morton High School marching band competition.  From the 
teamwork involved in shortening a 40 minute warm-up time to 14 
minutes, to the stellar performance, and from the months of hard work 
and practice right down to the last rehearsal before we departed for 
Morton, the 2008 Marching Mustangs are an incredible group. I am 
extremely honored and pleased to be a part of it all.   
 
The 2008 Marching Mustangs began proving how much higher they can 
raise the bar last January when 36 students participated in a leadership 
workshop.  Rehearsals in the spring for an excellent performance on 
Memorial Day weekend continued the upward spiral.   This summer 
showed the high level of commitment and dedication as many sections   

chose to work extra time in addition to scheduled rehearsals.  Band Camp at Lakeview Junior High was the 
most productive experience I have had at a band camp in a long, long time.  Plus, it was just plain fun. As 
the season began, students made a great transition into a rehearsal schedule that also involves important 
things like study and homework, and with 35 new freshmen aboard, it has been exciting to plant the seeds of 
excellence for years to come.  Then came the Morton competition that was forced indoors because of 
hurricane weather, but that has certainly not dampened any spirit.  To achieve the highest music ensemble 
score, 2nd highest percussion score, and the best score in class AAA is certainly a wonderful 
accomplishment, but to do it without 43 seniors, and 35 new freshmen as well as several other brand new 
members is nothing short of spectacular.  I can’t wait to see what great things are in store for the rest of the 
season. 
 
This trend has also been prevalent in our concert band and jazz programs as well.  Congratulations to all our 
students for another fantastic start with practically a brand new Wind Ensemble, as well as the other 3 bands 
which are always filled with new faces every year.  Our jazz groups are busily preparing for their 
homecoming show performances in the just the 3rd week of rehearsals, not to mention our  jazz ensemble 
that has already performed their first professional gig, performing for an hour after just two weeks of 
rehearsal.  I’m excited that the year has begun so fast and furious and will soon be rewarded next week with 
the visit of our guest clinician and the composer of many of our current band pieces and our entire marching 
band show, Sam Hazo.  What a treat it will be to show off our tremendous talent and wonderful students to 
this gifted musician and wonderful advocate for music education.  He will be working with all 5 band 
classes, spending an hour with our leadership team after school, and 3 hours with the marching band on 
Thursday, September 25.   
 
As the saying goes, “shoot for the moon, and land among the stars.”  Well, this year started out on Jupiter 
and will surely reach another star system soon.  Thanks to all for a great, great start to the year.

Invitational Concert and will feature the bands from Jefferson Junior

On November 20, 2008, our Wind Symphony, Symphonic Band and Concert band will be taking the stage 
in the DGS auditorium.  Each group will also be performing a piece by Mr. Sam Hazo.  The bands will be 
performing a wide variety of music from modern pieces for concert band to more traditional works, marches 
and orchestral transcriptions.  We are very excited about the talent and progress that our bands have proven 
thus far and our November concerts will be exciting and entertaining as well. 
 
It has been gratifying to see the significant number of band members continuing or beginning private 
lessons this year.  This is one of the single most important things that a student can do to nurture their talents 
and attain a higher level of performance on their instruments.  If you are interested in private lessons, please 
talk to one of the directors or contact the private teachers directly; a list is on the band web-site with their 
phone numbers.
