Symphony Orchestra

The Chicago Symphony is concluding its 2008-09 season but 
there are still numerous concerts in June that are worthwhile for 
our band students should they be so interested. in attending.  
Be sure to remember the student "Rush" tickets; if a student 
presents a student ID at the box office 30 minutes prior to 
concert time, they can purchase a ticket for $12.00. 
  
In June, the Symphony is presenting the Dvorak Festival, 
including most of his major symphonies.  Of particular note is 
the concert on Saturday, June 13.  Following the concert, which 
includes Dvorak's Third Symphony, the wind players of the 
CSO will perform Dvoark's Serenade for Wind Instruments.   

This is the composer's idea of the Gran Partita (of Mozart) which our students recently 
performed on the chamber music concert.  This wonderful piece is comprised for pairs of winds, 
4 horns, cello and string bass.  You will also have the opportunity to hear the contrabassoon. 
  
The "Beyond the Score" series concludes on Sunday June 7 at 3:00 PM when the CSO 
members will discuss and analyze Dvorak's New World Symphony followed by a performance 
of the entire work. 
  
Some of the highlights of this season include the recent performance of Beethoven's Violin 
concerto by Finnish violinist, Nikolaj Znaider.  The soloist had the most beautiful, rich sound 
recently heard on the Orchestra Hall stage.  His sound literally filled the hall with a warmth and 
beauty that is not heard frequently enough. 
  
Earlier this season, the New York Philharmonic performed in Chicago as part of their National 
tour.  Their culminating work in the program was Stravinsky's ballet music from "The Rite of 
Spring".  The opening bassoon solo (one of the most treacherous in solos for this instrument) 
was played beautifully with great control.  It was interesting hearing another major U.S. 
Orchestra perform in Orchestra Hall.  Grammophone Magazine recently anointed our own 
Chicago Symphony the best American orchestra and after comparing their sound to that of 
New York, it is easy to understand why.

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DGS Bands – Teaching Rotation for 2009-2010 
by Glenn Williams  
 
The one thing I’ve learned about change as it relates to schools 
is that it will happen.  Learning to embrace the change and 
make it work for students on an annual basis is one factor that 
determines the success of a school. 
 
There are some changes in the teaching rotation for 2009-2010 
for DGS Bands.  First, I’d like to share the WHY’s  of the 
change, then I’ll share the WHAT’s  of the change.  It other 
words, describe the factors that produced the changes, and 
then discuss the solutions on which we’ve arrived. 
 
Student enrollment is down overall at DGS for next year.  The 
direct result is that staffing, or how many teachers are assigned 
to teach the students, is also down.  This reduction in staffing is 
being felt throughout the building in virtually every department. 
 

 
 

 

In music and art, the reduction of staffing will affect two teachers.  These positions have been 
eliminated due to the reduction in staffing across the building.  Because the Fine Arts 
department is being reduced from 13 teachers to 11 teachers, Mr. Williams now has the 
opportunity to teach three classes rather than two classes. Mr. Williams, Mr. Roselieb and Mr. 
Hornish met several times to discuss possible solutions.  Ultimately, we feel this solution is the 
best one for the student musicians in the bands at DGS. 
 
So, the resulting effect on DGS Bands will look like this: 
 
Mr. Hornish  – Symphonic Band, Wind Symphony, Wind Ensemble, CB Percussion and MIDI 
Music. 
 
Mr. Roseleib  – Jazz Ensemble, Symphonic Band, Wind Ensemble, CB Woodwinds and MIDI 
Music. 
 
Mr. Williams  – Jazz Lab Band, Wind Symphony and CB Brass. 
 
Symphonic Band is now first period and Wind Symphony is now third period.  This move was 
made to accommodate administrative meetings for Mr. Williams, and, to create a more 
sequenced day for the bands that rehearse every day.

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Tips on getting your story in the newspaper 
 
By Jill Pruett, Marketing/PR Coordinator, Mustang Band Boosters 
 
Getting a story in the newspaper is really very easy if you know a 
few tricks of the trade and do your homework.   
  
 

1. Write a short summary about your event, award or accomplishment. You can usually do 
this in about 2 or 3 paragraphs. Answer the questions, “Who, What, Where, When, Why 
and How”.  Ask someone else to read your summary to make sure you are clear and 
have covered all the points needed. Make sure to include a sentence about who to 
contact for more information. Use correct grammar and punctuation.  

 
2. Be timely. Give editors 2-4 weeks ahead of when you want the story to run to make sure 

they have time to place it in the paper.  
 

3. Try the online version of the paper. Papers such as the DG Reporter and the Chicago 
Tribune have online versions that may allow you to add your story to their online paper 
directly with photos. If they like it, they will try and put it into the hard copy version of the 
paper.  

 
4. Email the editor, attaching your story as a word document, along with your contact 

information. If possible, attach a photo as a jpg file. You may also want to include a 
couple of other story ideas they could be interested on the same subject as your story.  

 
5. Be available if they call for more information. Follow up immediately as they are usually 

on a deadline.  
 

6. Don’t give up. If one paper doesn’t use your story, try another one. And keep sending 
them material. They will get used to your name and may be more willing to use your 
material.
