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EXPANDING THE BOUNDARIES……….. 
by Glenn Williams  
 
A personal, fundamental belief of mine in teaching is that we 
must constantly work to expand the boundaries of the 
classroom.  Generally, that means either leaving the classroom 
(group travel) or bringing someone into the classroom 
(clinicians/guest conductors.)  In my personal observations, the 
spark of excitement that can happen for students in either of 
these two settings usually is more than worth the time, energy 
and money it takes to make these things happen.  That is why 
we all pursue this boundary expansion with such fervor. 
An epiphany for me this summer was the impact this expansion 
has on me personally as a musician and as a teacher.  I was 
fortunate to teach at two summer camps in June and July 
(Indiana University Summer Music Clinic and Blue Lake Fine 
Arts Camp.)  My experiences interacting with students and  

 
 

 

Faculty from around the country at these camps revitalizes me personally, musically and 
professionally.  Specifically, here are three ways that these summer experiences expand my 
boundaries: 

1) Repertoire.  I get to see/hear/experience cutting edge music that I don’t normally get to 
experience.  When I hear music, I listen for pleasure, but, I also listen for curriculum.  I’m 
constantly asking “How can this piece be used with/for the students with whom I work?”  
When I find new music that is outside of my normal repertoire sphere it causes me to 
grow. 

2) Working with students from around the country, and in some cases, from around the 
world, it helps me to realize just how special are the student in District 99 with whom I 
get to work.  Put in clear terms, we’ve got really enthused student musicians who play          
really well.  I’m fortunate to interact with them on a daily basis.  Teaching at national 
summer camps reminds me of this fact. 

3) Watching and listening to other great conductors and teachers work inspires me.  I learn 
best in an apprentice/master teacher scenario. When I’m able to watch other conductors 
at work, I’m able to “borrow” instructional practices that will improve me as a teacher.  
When I am able to hang with the jazz faculty at Blue Lake, I am able to learn so much 
about how to grow as a jazz player, how to listen, how to teach, etc.   
 

So, spending time in the summer teaching actually re-vitalizes me in many ways.  I learn great 
new music.  I realize that the student musicians at Downers Grove South HS are special.  I 
learn and grow as a teacher through watching other teachers.  My boundaries are expanding 
through this investment.   
 
As February of 2010 rolls around, come in and talk to me about summer camps and what they 
can do for you.  I’ll be excited to share my experiences and enthusiasm for this simple way of 
expanding the boundaries of the classroom.

Each player will prepare your part to the entire tune For Gile.  A recording 
is available on the Doug Beach/Kendor Music web site.  You will be asked 
to play only part of the piece for your audition, but you must be able to play 
the entire piece.  You will also be asked to improvise two choruses of F 
blues, and two choruses of the tune For Gil. 

 
WHO:                    Interested students will audition.  Mr. Roselieb and Mr. Williams will hear 

every student audition together and decide on the results after every 
student has been heard.  Audition results will be posted on Blackboard as 
soon as every player has been heard – the target date for posting is Friday, 
September 4, 2009. 

 
HOW: Each player will play alone with a live rhythm section.  Every player will be 

in the room for each audition.  In other words, every Saxophonist will play 
alone with a rhythm section in front of all the saxophonists – same thing for 
trumpets and trombones.  Rhythm section players will be evaluated as they 
play along with the horn players. 
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AUDITION TIP SHEET 

 
DGS Jazz Ensembles 

August 2009 
 

  
 
When improvising, utilize harmonies/scales other than a blues scale during your audition.  
EVERYONE will use a blues scale.  Using mixolydian/bebop scales will provide a ray or 
harmonic/melodic sunshine to the adjudicator. 
 
For the required piece, it is assumed that the notes and rhythms will be perfect.  The things that 
will distinguish you from the other players are the style and feel with which you play.  Play 
dynamics, shape phrases, use great articulation.  Remember, “if it don’t have that swing, it don’t 
mean a thing”. 
 
Warm-up but don’t overplay – have your best chops for the audition. 
 
The two most important things being evaluated are your SOUND and FEEL.  Sound great and 
feel great. 
 
You have 5 minutes or less to convince the listener that you should be awarded this position.  
What sort of things are you going to do to ensure your sonic success? 
 
Listen.  Listen to the rhythm section.  Listen to those around you.  Listen to FOR GIL.  Listen to 
Gil Evans recordings…………………….. 
 
SIGHT READING:  
 
Crossing the street.  Look left.  Look right.  Look left again.  Then cross. 
 
Take as much time as you need.  Make the auditioner tell you to proceed. 
Always have three places is your brain:  where you just were; where you are; where you are 
going. 
 
TIME is the most important element in reading.  If you are technically deficient, read ahead.   
 
Everyone makes mistakes.  What makes you a professional is how you perform immediately 
after the mistake.  Play so great that the attention is drawn to the GREATNESS and not to the 
mistake.
