Are you or your student going to London? If so, it’s not too early to apply for your passport.
A few tips to make the task easier:
You can print a copy of the passport application from this site:
http://travel.state.gov/passport/get first apply.html
You will need a certified birth certificate issued by the city, county or state. NOT a
hospital document.
Proof of Identity — Pervious U.S. Passport, Current valid driver’s license, Government ID
For minors under age fourteen, child must appear in person, and both parents MUST be
present at time of application. (See website above for further information.)
For minors 14-17, minor must appear in person, parental consent may be required. If
minor does not have identification of his/own, parent will need to accompany child,
present identification and co-sign the application.
Provide TWO passport photo’s. (can be obtained at Jewel or Walgreens and other area
locations). Wear normal street attire, Do NOT wear hat or headgear, dark or tinted eye
glasses.
Provide a Social Security Number
Fees: 16 or older: Passport Fee: $55, Execution fee is $30 - total $85
Under 16: Passport Fee: $40, Execution fee is $30 — total $70
Downers Grove Post Office can issue passports. The hours are 10 a.m. till 3 p.m. Monday thru
Friday only. Please allow 6 — 8 weeks for the passport to be sent.
